	CLEAN DRAIN DRY (CDD) is a public awareness campaign aimed at preventing the introduction and spread of aquatic invasive species. It is a call-to-action encouraging the users of New Brunswick’s lakes, rivers, and coastlines to CLEAN, DRAIN, and DRY their boats, trailers, and other recreational equipment to stop ‘aquatic hitchhikers’

Before entering Davidson Lake, please follow the Clean, Drain, Dry protocol:
· Clean: Remove all visible debris from watercraft and gear
· Drain: Empty all water from bilges, coolers, and compartments
· Dry: Let everything dry thoroughly for at least 24 hours before use
This applies to all watercraft and gear — even if you’ve only used them in another NB lake.
